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Frances Glessner Lee was born into a rich family in Chicago in 
1878. She became interested in medicine at a young age. Her dream 
was to attend Harvard Medical School, but, at that time, the school 
did not accept women. She had no choice but to get married. It was 
not until she was in her fifties that Lee was able to start a career in 
medicine.

Lee heard many interesting stories of real-life crime from her 
friend, George Burgess Magrath. He was a medical examiner who 
wanted to change the investigation system. This was because, at that 
time, people with no medical knowledge investigated and closed 
many death cases without examining the bodies. He also had a 
passion for educating medical students in legal medicine. Magrath’s 
passion sparked Lee’s interest in legal medicine.

Lee started studying legal medicine by reading books and 
speaking with experts. She believed that medical examiner systems 
would be adopted more widely across the country. Furthermore, she 
wanted to see more young medical students trained in legal medicine. 
She decided to devote the rest of her life to developing this field. In 
1931, she persuaded Harvard University to use her fortune to make a 
new branch of study: legal medicine. She also helped set up a library 
with rare books and documents.

Thanks to Lee’s efforts, the Legal Medicine department at Harvard began to train future 
medical examiners in 1940. However, detectives were not careful with potential evidence. By 
touching and stepping on things, they often destroyed clues without realizing it. Due to this 
fact, analyzing the clues later was impossible. Lee thought detectives also had to learn how to 
observe crime scenes from a medical point of view. In order to educate detectives effectively, 
Lee came up with a creative tool. Her idea came from her hobby: creating miniatures. She 
started creating miniatures of crime scenes that were highly detailed and accurate. Based on 
real criminal cases, they included details like blood stains. Lee did not miss even the smallest 
detail, such as a small lamp or a label on a jar. She wanted to train detectives to notice tiny 
clues. She created around twenty miniature scenes during the 1940s and 1950s.

In 1945, she held a week-long seminar and gave her first lecture 
using her miniature crime scenes. While reading case files, the 
detectives studied the details of the miniature scenes. They looked for 
clues in order to determine if the scene in the miniature resulted from an 
accident or a violent crime. The detectives learned to notice tiny details 
and to observe a scene without destroying any evidence. By developing 
their observation skills, they were able to improve their ability to solve 
crime cases. Lee’s training process was successful. By 1949, the annual 
seminar was being attended by detectives not only from the US but 
also from Canada. Special agents and military staff also attended the 
seminar. 

Lee died in 1962, after a career of more than thirty years. Although 
she had struggled to enter the field, her contributions to forensic science 
were significant. It is no wonder that she was called the “mother of 
forensic science.”

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A Complex Nervous System
In the human nervous system, the brain sends messages to the body, 

telling it what to do. Meanwhile, it receives information from the senses. 
However, the nervous system of an octopus isn’t controlled solely by its 
brain. In fact, more than half of an octopus’s 500 million neurons are 
located in its arms. Only around 180 million neurons are located in an 
octopus’s brain.

Instant Camouflage 

Octopuses use camouflage both 
to hide from predators and to secretly 
crawl up to their prey. They can 
change color thanks to special cells in 
their skin. These cells are filled with 
different colors—mostly red, yellow, or 
brown—and are attached to muscles. 
The muscles can make the color cells 
bigger or smaller so that a certain color 
appears. Imagine that an octopus wants 
to hide on some brown sand. The 
muscles attached to the brown color 
cells will contract. This will make the 
cells bigger and wider. As a result, 
the skin of the octopus will become 
browner, allowing it to blend in with 
the sand. When the muscles relax, the 
color cells will become smaller, and 
the color will be less noticeable on the 
octopus’s skin. Other animals can also 
use camouf lage, but they gradually 
change their colors. Octopuses can 
completely change color in less than 0.1 
seconds, which is faster than the blink 
of an eye.

Growing New Arms
Losing an arm is a serious matter for an octopus. When this 

happens, how does the octopus deal with losing such a significant 
number of neurons? The answer is simple. It just grows a new arm. 
Existing cells and tissue form new muscles and nerves to cover up the 
wound. About two days later, a knob* is formed. Over the next two 
weeks, it takes on a hook-like shape and blood vessels and stem cells 
form. A tiny version of the arm appears about 55 days after the original 
is lost. Finally, after about 130 days, the octopus finishes regrowing a 
fully functioning arm. There are some animals that can regrow their 
body parts in a similar manner. But in most cases, the regrown part is 
not as good as the original. The new arm of an octopus, on the other 
hand, is nearly the same as the one it lost.

Blue Blood and Three Hearts
Another interesting fact about octopuses is that they have blue 

blood. Human blood is red because of a protein that contains iron. This 
protein carries oxygen. Octopus blood, however, relies on a different 
protein to transport oxygen. Rather than iron, this protein contains 
copper, which gives the blood its unusual color. The protein containing 
copper can carry oxygen much better in cold temperatures. That’s 
why octopuses can survive near the ocean floor. However, pumping 
this special blood through an octopus’s body requires a lot of force. 
Fortunately, octopuses have three hearts. Two hearts pump blood 
through an octopus’s gills* to get oxygen, while the third pumps it to 
the rest of the body. This improved distribution of oxygen supports 
octopuses’ active behavior and powers their complex nervous system.

These are just a few interesting facts about octopuses. There 
are many others, including the fact that they can recognize human 
faces and have both a short- and long-term memory. Octopuses are 
reminders of the wide diversity of life on Earth. It is likely that more 
incredible animals will be discovered in the future.

However, they were 

also scared of tigers because being injured or even killed by tigers was 

common in the past. They may have made tigers into foolish characters 

in order to be less scared of them. 

Tigers in Korea faced a decline in population due to hunting during 

the Joseon period and nearly went extinct during the Japanese colonial 

era. With the disappearance of tigers in Korea, their use as a symbol of 

the nation faded away. However, their symbolism was revived in modern 

times through their selection as the mascot for both Olympics hosted by 

Korea. Hodori was the mascot for the Seoul Summer Olympics in 1988. 

It was a Siberian tiger, which represents courage. The PyeongChang 

Winter Olympics in 2018 created Soohorang, a white tiger, as its 

mascot. White tigers are considered sacred guardians.

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Dealing with Plastic Waste

About fifty percent of plastic is produced for single-use products. 
That means the items are used just once and then discarded. Do you ever 
stop to think about where these plastic items go after you throw them 
away? Recycling can help reduce the amount of plastic in our landfills. 
However, less than ten percent of the world’s plastic waste has been 
recycled so far. Often, plastic waste is moved to places where it is just 
dumped or burned. Furthermore, between 8 and 14 million metric tons 
of plastic end up in the ocean every year. This puts many marine species 
in danger. With this in mind, scientists are turning to mealworms. 
Mealworms are the larvae of a certain species of beetle. Special bacteria 
live inside them. These bacteria can break down plastic. This means that 
mealworms can actually feed on plastic. Scientists are now looking for 
ways to cultivate the bacteria outside of mealworms. They also want to 
speed up the process by which the bacteria break down plastic. This may 
help us keep our landfills plastic-free.

Purifying Polluted Soil 

Mining and other industries are causing soil pollution across 
the globe. Although polluted soil can be dug up and transported to 
a landfill, this process is expensive. Moreover, it only moves the 
problem to another area and does not really solve it. Fortunately, 
there is an eco-friendly and cost-effective way to restore polluted 
soil—planting willow trees. These amazing trees have extensive 
and well-developed root systems. As a result, they naturally 
extract a wide range of harmful materials from the soil. They can 
also grow quickly, even in soil with a high acidity level or a lot of 
heavy metals in it.

Producing Algae Biofuel

Statistics show that about thir ty 
to forty percent of people in the world 
dr ink coffee each day. The coffee-
making process, however, generates 
used coffee grounds, which are normally 
sent to landfills. There, they can create a harmful greenhouse gas. 
Unfortunately, there’s no way to stop everyone in the world from 
drinking coffee. However, we can reduce greenhouse gas emissions 
by turning used coffee grounds into biofuel. Biofuel is a natural fuel 
that is made from plant or animal sources. Researchers have found 
that they can grow algae on old coffee grounds without adding any 
other nutrients. If these algae are exposed to twenty hours of light and 
four hours of darkness each day, they eventually produce high-quality 
biofuel. The biofuel is renewable and sustainable, and it creates only a 
small amount of emissions.   

These are just a few solutions we can find in nature. There could 
be many more possible solutions to the problems we currently face. It 
seems that Mother Nature has given us one more chance.
