Yet that was far from the end of the story. The tragic

accident, where Madame Mallory had caused trouble with the
stove for Hassan, led to an unlikely friendship. Hassan’s father
allowed Madame Mallory to mentor his son in French cuisine,
which eventually took Hassan to Paris, led to the launch of
his own restaurant, and inspired a lot of new adventures.

British English sounds, you are probably thinking of Received
Pronunciation (RP). RP is the most well-known British accent
because of its prominence in the media and its usage by
famous figures, such as the King.

American English

American English is the name given to the varieties spoken in
the United States of America (USA) and Canada. Since the 16"
century, when the British brought the English language with
them, the USA and Canada have become melting pots with
linguistic influences from all over the globe. People from around
the world brought their own languages with them. These have
influenced standard American English as we know it today.

American English is often contrasted with British English,
and many differences between the two are noted in vocabulary,
pronunciation, and spelling. For example, a parking lot in
American English is called a car park in British English. In
pronunciation, the letter “r” is pronounced in words like car,
hard, or market in American English, whereas it remains silent
in British English. Also, American English tends to use the
letter “z” rather than the letter “s,” which is common in British

African English

While African English can refer to English spoken anywhere

within Africa, the term is typically reserved for Sub-Saharan
Africa. Today, 27 countries on the continent recognize English
as an official language.

the world whose meanings are quite hard to guess. These
idioms can be confusing to language learners because the
same animal can stand for different ideas. Let us consider
rats first. In Germany, Spain, and the USA, the idiom “to be a
rat” is used to refer to someone who is dishonest, someone
who is extremely stingy, and someone who runs away from a
possibly dangerous situation, respectively. Another example
that shows cultural diversity is the idiom “to be a chicken.” In
many Western cultures, chickens often stand for someone who
is cowardly or afraid of taking action. In the USA, the idiom
“chicken out” is often used to describe someone who intends
to do something but eventually does not do it out of fear.
In Egypt, however, chickens are perceived to be useful and
valuable, and thus “to have chickens” means “to have a secure
