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Here are three examples of legislation that Ginsburg helped to pass.

1. Men are entitled to the same caregiving and Social Security rights as
women.

Ginsburg always argued that gender
equality policies should benefit both men
and women. In 1972, Ginsburg represented
Charles Moritz, who was a journalist in his
early sixties. Moritz needed help taking care
of his sick mother. However, he could not
receive tax benefits for hiring a caregiver,
because they were only available to women,
divorced men, and men whose wives were disabled or had passed away.
As an unmarried man, Moritz did not qualify to have his taxes reduced.
Nevertheless, after this case, the federal law was changed to allow people of

any gender to have their taxes reduced so that they can hire caregivers.

2. Women have the right to financial independence and equal benefits.
In 1974, Ginsburg’s work also helped pass the
Equal Credit Opportunity Act, which prevents

banks from discriminating against people
based on their age, race, gender, national
origin, or marriage status. Prior to this
act, married women needed their
husband to sign for a loan, even if

they had a job and a higher income.

The Robotic Bat: The Art of Flight

Bat flight is exceptionally
complex, so researchers have
struggled to understand it. A bat’s
wings curve and stretch more than
those of a bird.

The Robotic Guppy: Group Dynamics

Picking and Choosing Our Reality

There is a lot of information that doesn’t support what we believe, or
even contradicts it. However, people like to feel comfortable and avoid mental
conflicts. So, if we encounter such information, we often block it out and try to
replace it with something that better fits our own perspective. This tendency
is called confirmation bias. It is the habit of seeking only information that
supports what we already believe.

We can see this bias in how people get their news. With so many sources
offering news these days, you probably get your news from one whose views
match your own. This may be comforting, but it can cause you to miss out on
important facts. Confirmation bias can also promote the spread of fake news.
Some people want fake news to be true because
it confirms their beliefs. As a result, they end
up accepting it as being true and sharing it with
others. This bias is hard to prevent, but we can 1s
resist it by reading or listening to various points
of view. Being exposed to new ideas helps us see

things from a more balanced perspective.

Collectively, cognitive biases can influence
our beliefs and harm our decision-making, but 2o
that doesn’t mean we have to let them control
our lives.
